BRIEF RESUME

1. Under section 6 of the Official Secrets Act it is an olfence for any person to- -

(a) Communicate to any unauthorised person any olTicial dtJcumeiit or informal ion winch h<‘ may have

obtained or to which he may have had access, by virtue of liis employment, or

(b) Use information in his possession in any manner which may be prejudicial to the safety or interests

of the State, or

(c) Retain an ofiicial document in his possession or control when he has no right to do so, or

(d) Fail to take reasonable care of or so conduct himself as-to endanger the safety of any such documents

or information.

2. The Act also .specifies the following offences:

(a) Spying for any purpose prejudicial to the safety or interests of New Zealand (section 3),

(b) Communicating with foreign agents or attempting to gain information which might be of use to the

enemy (section 4).

(c) Unlawful use of uniforms, impersonation, forging documents or passes, etc. (section 5).

(d) Interfering with Police or persons on guard (section 8).

(e) Harbouring or assisting spies (section 9).

(f) Attempts or incitements to commit offences against the Act (section 10).

Note—For the purposes of the Official Secrets Act 1951, photographs are deemed to be documents.
