The master of a cargo ship anchored in front of the wharf of Port Gentil
[in Gevon, French Equateriel Africa reported that at 0240 hours on 1 June 1952
a mysterious object canse up from area behind Port Gentil, made & double loop,
passed over the rosdstead, and then dived toward the sea a: grest speed. 3.
submitted the repori to the local authorities and to the alministrative offices
of his company. Tbe following is a sumary of his story.

On 1 June 1952 at 0240 bours, the ship was riding at anchor in the roadstead
of Port Gentil, heading 150 degrees. The northern sky wvas clear and starry; the
southern, slightly elondy. Visibility was excellent, a slight southwest breeze
Frevailed, and the ses was calm. !hnremaqmrhrm._
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The first mate was at his forward post ready to weigh enchor while the mas-
tor was on the dridge with the officer om duty. With the exception of the moor-
ing lights, the ship was in complete darknsss, thus permitting excellent night
visibility. - )

At 0240, tha first mate telephoned ths mester informing him that he had
Just sighted an unknown luiinous object in the sky which came from Port Gentil
and passed directly over the ship. Traiming his bi~seulars (Zeiss 7 x 50, for
night vision) skywvard, the master was able to se¢ guite clearly, on the port
quarter, & very bright and phosphorsscent orange light, circulsr in shaps and
moving at a great speed in a seenmingly straight-line course. Stznding on the
wing of the bridge, and with the aid of the gyroccapass repeater, the master
estimated its aversge direction to be abouly 10 degrees. : :

He followed the light guite easily in his binoculars for about 3 ainutes
and lost sight of 1t when it moved at great speed over the Prince duoy, chout 7
miles from the ship. The master was uneware of apy accompanying sound and ad-

 mits that it was A1£ficult to estimate the altitrie cf the object, yet he Judged

STRANGE ORJECTS SEEN IN SKY OVER AulRIA -- Oran L'Echo Q'Oran, 3T Jul 52

At 2300 hours on 15 July 1952, in the town of Boukanefis, tvo baker: clearly
sa¥ a plate-shaped flying cbject in the sky. Tt moved with unusual agility, giv- -
ing off a greenish smoke and lighting up the aky. It seemingly did not alter
its course as it increased its speed and disappeared toward the south.

Similsrly, in Lamoriciere on 11 July 1952, one Thomas Martinez saw a sudden
11luminstion above and st first took it to be a falling star. Actually, it
seemed more like a meteor followed by two other bodies, all trailing a yellow
eloud of smoke. Then, these disappeared and out of novhere appeared an oval-
shaped, longish ball of fire. ' Flying at s lov altitude and clearly visidble, it
rapidly followed a rectilinesr course.
