It moved frow west to
east apd disappeared with s svoop upwerds, sccordiog to the witness, vho believes
that the object vas about 1,500 weters high vhen be first noticed 1%, thm.qh he
sdnits th-t it vas 3ifficult to Judge its approximate altitude.
