Operational procedures and tedmiques 

• The document contains information concerning operational procedures and techniques used 
by ASIO. 

The disclosure of information concerning procedures and techniques used by ASlO to manage its 

operations, most of which are stiU in use, would assist organizations or individuals of national 

security interest to take measures to counter investigation by ASIO. Such counter measures would 

impair ASIO's capacity to fulfil its statutory responsibilities and could reasonably be expected to 
cause damage to the security of the Commonwealth. 
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Section 33(1)(d)- information or matter the disclosure of which would constitute a breach of 

confidence 

• The document contains the name or signature of an officer of ASIO.

• There has existed and still exists an understanding between ASJO and its employees that the 

anonymity of employees should be preserved. 

Disclosure of the names of employees of ASIO would be a breach of confidence. 

Section 33(1)(e)(ii)- information or matter the disclosure of which would, or could reasonably be 
expected to disclose, or enable a person to ascertain, the existence or identity of a confidential 

source of information in relation to the enforcement or administration of the law. 

• The document contains information concerning the existence, identity or management of an 

ASIO source.

The release of the names of AS.IO employees could result in harassment of those employees or their 

families. The release of those names would thereJo.re constitute an unreasonable disclosure of their 

personal affairs. 

Personal affairs 

• The document contains information relating to the personal affairs of an individual and is 
the type of information that continues to be sensitive. 

The information is of a kind that most members of the community would not want disclosed about 

themselves and which, if publicly disclosed in this case, could reasonably be expected to distress or 
embarrass the individual.

I have to report that recently Mr . Fred STONE, 
former President of the Australian Flying Saucer Research Society 
called at this Branch and stated that his organisation feared that 
they were in danger of being taken over by a Sydney group known as 
the Unidentified Flying Object Investigation Centre , whose head­
quarters were situated in Sydney, New Soutr. tv ales . 

2. Former members o£ the Adelaide Committee, who re-
signed on the )rd November, 1961, were concerned at this manoeuvre 
as they believed the Sydney society was "-pink" in outlook and 
atheistic in attitude , a fact 1-lhich STONE had con£1rmed to his own 
satisfaction on previous visits to that State . 

3. STONE stated that the present unx·est had been i nsti-
gated by Mr s . J. INGRAM-MOORE, otherwise l!nown as June MARSDEN , a 
member of the UFO Society, who resides in New South Wales , but who 
has recently visited Adelaide lecturing on Flying Saucers . 

4. During tbe conversation ~~ . STO~~ mentioned the follow-
ing persons , whom he said were , or had been, connected \oJi th such 
matters in New South Wales : 

Andrew TOl.fASJ. Editor of the UFO magazine, an accountant 
em~loyed by HOOKERS of Sydney.

Fred ROBINSON appears to be identical with a person of 
the same name 7 born in England on the 22nd April , 1891 , and at 
present residlng at Bunda Street , Cairns . 

r'red ROBINSON, also known as "Brother Fred of the 
Rosicrucians" i s recorded at this Branch as being tho auditor 
f or a Company t registered as the "Rosicrucian Aquarian Hecca 
Pty. Ltd. dur1ng the years , 1940 to 1951 , and also the auditor 
of a. Company registered as the "Austral Aquaria Pty. Ltd . du·r1ng 
the years 19~9 to 1951 . Both these companies are currently 
r egistered in Brisbane and have William Henry LONG and Richard 
Norman ROBINSON as t heir Directors . He has also been. a member 
of firms registered as "The Queensland Gymnosophical Community", 
the "Aquarian Health Foods of Rosicrucian Order of the Aquarians" 
and "The Aquarian College of Sciences" . The registration 
of these firms has now lapsed. 

ROBINSON became i.nterested 1n the Rosicrucian Order 
i n 19 37 and was ot.:dained as a Priest of that Order on the 25't b 
April , 1943. Hensided at the headquarters of the Order at 
"The Retr eat11 , Rota, Br owns Pl ains , via Beenleigh and •.vorked 
on the property which occupied an area of approximately Boo 
acres . He was a vegetarian and when confined to the establi shment 
he did not wear clothing. I t i s known that he was a married 
man but he severed connections with his family , with the exeption 
of his son , a i chard Norman ROB~SON , because of their refusal to 
participate in his r eligion. 

He was present at the Browns Pl ains address when the 
leader of the Order , 'Jiilliam Henry LONG , 111as arrested in 1953 
on charges of procuring a male person to commit an act of gross 
indecency and indecently deallng with a boy under t he age of 
14 years , for which he was sentenced t o 1mprisonment for f1ve 
years . I t is also recorded that Sidney Boyd HESSENGER, vho 
came under the notice of South Australian Police in 19~1 in 
relation to a charge of sending an indecent photograph through 
the post , had communi cation with the Rosicrucians at Br owns 
Pl ains while Robinson was there . 

Inquiries at the State Children's Department , Brisbane , 
showed that on the 30th March , 1960 , ~OBINSON called at that 
Department and stated that he was a member of a religious sect 
which was desirous of establi shing a home for orphan children 
in either the Cairns or Mossman areas of QUeensland. He was 
informed that the Department would not allow the outright 
adoption of the children by the religiou s body. He has not 
made any further repr~sentations to the State Children' s 
Department since. 

Recently inquiries have been made in Cairns , concerning 
ROBI NSON and · it has been reported that he is regarded as being 
extremely eccentric but is considered to be absolutely harmless . 
Ri s main interest appears t o be in space objects and he reads 
a greet amount of literature on this subject, particularly 1n 
relation to flying saucers . He is also known to take an interest 
in the sect known as the "Urantia Brother!lood11 but here i s no 
known organisation of the sect within the Cairns area and little 
i s known of their activities .

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ROBINSON is known to have stated that he had leased 
an area of land 1n the vicinity of Lake Placid, approximata~y 
seven miles from Cairns, and that he intends to use the land 
for the purpose of naturist teachings , however, to date there 
has been no activity by any persons in that area. 

He has been interested in the Douglas Credit System 
for some years but as previously reported his main interest 
at the present time appears to be space objects . Copy of 
photograph of ROBINSON , taken in 1950 , attached.

On the 14th of this month a combined mee ting of the Aust­
ralian Flying Saucer Resear ch Society and the AUstralian 
Vegetarian Soci ety was held to hear a lecture by a person 
named F . ROBINSON , whose address "as given as Box 246 PO 
Cairns , North Que ensland . Arr-angements had also been made 
to use the same room on the 22nd March for a further lec­
ture by t he same man. 
on the 15th Rarch , Mr Fred STONE, President of the Flying 
Saucer Society visited the Public Library and cancelled 
the future meeting . He did not elaborate on his reasons 
for doing it , but it appeared that the gather ing had con­
sidered ROBINSON a fanatic and a crank. 
It was believed that about fifty or sixty people from 
both societies had attended the meeting on the 14th March , 
and that a Mrs PRH•GLE , .Box 1879P Adelaide , a member of 
the vegetarian Society, had arranged for the attendance 
of t he spe~ker , ROBINSON . 

At about 4 pm on Tuesday , 21st !-larch 1961, I inter­
viewed Mr Frederick STONE, a lift operator of the Australia Bo tel, 
North Adelaide , at his residence 22 Northcote Street , Kilburn. 

He stated that he was the Presiden t of the Austra­
lian Fl ying Saucer Research Society (S . A. ), and had been an ac t iYe 
member of that organisation since 1954. The Soci ety had about one 
hundred members in t his State, with a,pproximately fifty overseas 
subscriber s . Each quarter about 350 copies of a magazine called 
''The Australian saucer Record" were printed on a duplicating 
machine at his home , and circulated to the a bove men t ioned sub­
scribers. Copies were also posted to Flying saucer Socie ti es in 
other countries , who reciprocated by mailing copies of their 
publications to the Adelaide Society. 

STONE stated that his magazine was s ent to most 
countries in the world with the exception of the U.S. S.R., and 
added that one copy was sent to Prince PHILIP at Buckingham Palace, 
aa the result of a request received some years ago from an official 

/2 
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on behalf of the Prince. 

1-lr STONE stres s ed the fact that hi s Society 
was a non-political , non- religious organisati on , which was 
primarily concerned with the collection of data deali ng with 
the aprea.rance and performance of "flying s aucers" . This 1 t 
received i n le t t ers from persona Nho alleged they had travelled 
in or seen such machines . His society did not accept all of 
tbeRe stories as being correct , but merely su~ge~ t ed that some 
of t hem may be true , and all repor ts ~ere filed for record 
purposes . some of these accounts were published in the Soci ety ' s 
magazine , and 1f it ifere poss ible to discount th em by logical 
argument , this was done . 

In stressing the fac t t bat his group was a non­
political organisation , STONE said that the Adelaide Society 
had ceased dealing w1 th their Sydney counterpart because "of 
their Pink outlook" , and added that he had been in touch with 
R.A . A.F. Security on several occasions . 

STONE then stated that recently his or ganisat i on 
had combined with the Vege tarian Societ y in obtaining a r oom at 
the Publi c Library , North Terrace , Adelaide for the purpose of 
hearing a lecture by a Mr Fred ROBINSON of Cairns , Queensland , 
and it was originally i n tended that this person should speak on 
the evenings of the 14th and 22nd of March. The services of thi s 
speaker were obtained by a Mrs PRINGLE, Secretar y of the Austra­
l i an Vegetarian Society , a well educated woman , aged about 65 
years , with whom STONE was not well acquain ted . 

The lecture on the 14th March was scheduled t o 
commence at 8 pm , and at 7 . 40 pm on that evening, STONE, i n his 
capacity of chai rman, arr ived at the r oom to s upervise proceed­
ings . He found to his amaze~ent t hat ROBINSO~ had already com­
menced to entertain those present with tape recorded speeches 
of his own , and had r equested comments fo r discuss ion on matt ers 
referred to in the r ecordings . STO~'E added that some of these 
recordings were poorly prepared and extremely difficu: t t o hear . 

At 8 pm STONE approached ROBINSON and asked 
when the real l ecture was going to comn.ence. ROBINSml replied 
that it had commenced , and STOKE then t old him that he had been 
under the i mpress i on that the lectur e would be delivered verb­
ally and n9t by record i ngs . Also , as quite a few people had 
arrived at the specified tim~ of 8 pm they had misBed part of 
tbe lecture and would not be satisfied ~ith proceedings, as 
they bad paid to at tend . STONE t hen discus.:J ed the matter d th 
members of his committee o.t t he rear of the ro om , · .. hilst ROB­
i NSON continued his lecture , and 1 t was unanimously decided 
t hat the Flying saucer soci ety would take no further official 
interest in th e business , and cancel arrangem ~nts previously 
made for the use of the room on the 22nd March . 

STONE s t ated that the talk given by ROHI~sm: 
concerned the subjects of vegetarian di et and the Nat urist 
beliefs of 11-ving, l.lut ad ded that he wus s o annoyed at the 
way things had turned out , he paid little attention to what 
"as being said . 

Prior t o this evening ROBINSON hud visited 
STONE ' s home on t wo occasions during his present stay in 
ndelaide , and STONE des cribed Fr ed ROBINSON as being about 
76 years of as e , of tall thin build , and a pensioner . He had 
travelled from Cairns to Brisbane on a free r ai l pass , which 
l ead him to believe that ~OBI~SON may be a former member of 
the Queensland Railways . He arri ved in Adelaide on t he 6th 
Ma rch and was scheduled to leave again on the 23r d t-1arch for 
Queensland , stopping i n Vict oria on the •Nay to contact peo ple 
in that State . :.hilst in Adelaide he .,as staying at the Classic 
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Hotel , 2<0 Hutt s treet . 

ROBHSON' s beliefs followed the line taken by 
the "URANTIA BROTHERHOOD" of 533 Di veraey Street, Parkway, 
Chicago 14, Illinois , U.S . A., a religious or ganisation that 
us es the "Book of Urantia" as its bi ble , and whi ch propounds 
a return to natu r e to solve the problems of thi s age . This 
group is beli eved t o have followers in Queensland . 

Some years ago the "Urantia Brotherhood'' r eques t ed 
tha t the magazine "The Aus t r alian Saucer Record" be sent to 
them , but as they did not reciprocate by returning their own 
literature , no further correspondence was carried out . 

STONE stated that ROBINSON believed that the 
space-men who man the "flying saucers" could be the "Angelic 
Beings'' referred to 1n the "Book of IJran tia" . 

Besides his interest i n t he teachings of the 
"Brotherhood" HOBINSON also upholds the ''Douglas Credi t Syst em", 
but his primary concern is the establishment of a community 
in Qu~ensland , which will be self -support ing, living off the 
produce grown , and governed by Natur ist teachings . At the pr e­
sent time he has leased f r om the Gov ernment of Queensland an 
area of land situated about fi ve miles from Cairns , where he 
has commenced thj s plan , but eventually he hop'es to establish 
a larger commur.ity in another ar ea about twenty mi l es from 
Cairns . When this has been done , the first place will be used 
as a clearing house for the larger colony . 

ROBINSON told STONE that he had already a number 
of i n terested people in Melbourne , who are prepared to co­
operate in his scheme , and that a Mr s JARDI NE of the Vict orian 
Educa ti on Department had agreed to go to the colony as an ed­
ucational s upervisor. 

STONE pointed out tha t this idea had been prev­
iously tri cd on a number of occasions always to end in f ail­
ur e due to indi vidual jealousies, and named a group of Amer ican 
people ca.lled the "Brotherhood of the seven Rays" , who had 
attempted a similar colony in Peru with disas trt>us resu l ts . 

ROBINSON replied that he understood t he difficul­
ties involved , but was prepared to concentrate on children 
rather than adults , and stat ed he in t ended obtaining orphan 
children for his colony . STONE, who was previously a Salvation 
Army officer , Lold nOBINSON that he would never be able to 
obtain-the · r.>ermi s.s1on of the author i t ies i n this matter . 

He summed i t up by stat i ng that ~hils t he believed 
ROBINSON' s ideas were prompted by the bea t of motives , they wer e 
completely impracticable. 

He then mentioned t hat his societ y had r ecently 
received a letter fr om an American correspondent , whose name 
he refused to divulge , who claimed that Hitler was still alive 
after escaping from Germany t o Patagonia , and then to Antar­
tica . Thi s man claimed that he had travelled in a "flying s au­
cer" to Queen Maud Land , entering the area from Vahsel Bay 
through a tunn el under the Filchner Ice Shelf , where he s aw 
a community of Germans es tablished . The "flying saucer" in 
which he travelled was powered by "electro- mll8Detism" , a means 
of propulsion previously exper imented with by the Germans . 

STONE said he would have paid little a ttention 
t o this except fo r the fact that he had recently read in a 
l ocal pape r that the Sovie t was intereated in Que en Maud Land , 
and he certainly did not ~ish to publish anything of value to 
them .

Mrs STONE stated that she was not very i nt er ­
ested in "flying saucers" , although she was a good listener. 
She considered herself too unintelligent to understand the 
subject, and said it was all over her head . 

On the 22nd March I contac ted Flight/Sergeant 
REBECK of the R. A.A.'F. Service Police , and .vas informed that 
his section have bad dealings with Mr STONE and the "Austra­
lian Flying s aucer Research Society" . At a meeting of this 
So~ie ty held in December 1959 a Reverend Eootb GILL had stated 
that he had observed a "flying saucer" in New Guinea. This was 
also recorded in the "News " dated 14th December 1959 . 

On the 21s t July 1960, Hr STONE approached the 
R. A. A.E . regarding his Socie ty's records , t o whi ch another 
embryo "Saucer Croup" dshed to have access . STONE denied them 
the ri ght to do this, and asked for the help of the B.A.A.F. 
in the matter . The R. A.A.F . refused to commit themselves , and 
advised STONE that i t was purely a matter for his own Society 
to decide . 

The re had been some au~gestion at one time tha t 
a member of the Ai rforce had provided information regarding 
"fl ying s aucers " , but this was later disproved , and the R. A.A. F. 
~as not i mpressed by STONE's socie ty.

vehicle , possibly trying to land or in some mechanical tro :J.ble .
