The R.A.A.Fe Publio RelatiGns Officer bae adviaed me te 
reptrt t• ytu a strange light that r, my wife and twa stns aaw 
last night • 

I am chief reporter for the "Sun-flerald• newspaper and 
1 i ve at 24 Wilstn St • 1 Martubra, whioh ie en the ntrthern sltpe 
ar the headland that juts tut frtm Lurline Bay. 

At abtut 1825 hre (6,25 pm) on 1~ June '53 I was returning 
heme with my family in my car - my wife sitting with me in the 
front and twt btys (ene 7 and ene 5) in the baoke 

I was driving slawly do~ Wilstn St. preparattry tt 
turning into my gate, when ahead tf ua aver the sea I saw 
a pair tf lights moving slowly in a half oirole parallel with 
the sea. 

My wife saw the lights at the same time and drew 
the attentian af the twt beya, 

I could ntt say whether the lights were ctming ~ards 
us or moving away from us, but they they performed this 
htrittntal arc and then disappeared. / 

I immediately taok it ta be the twin landing light• tn a 
plane, which disappeared frem view ae the plane turned seawa~ds. 

My wife said they "might be flare•" and ane tf the beys 
immediately said "Are yeu going to ring the police?" (He 
remembered that tnce beftre I had rung the police Qbeut a beat 
anparently signalling at sea). 

I told them they were nat flares heoause I had seen flare• 
and knew they wtuld light the sky with a gltw and fall sltwly 
dewnwards. 

I teld the~ it was a plane with its landing lights tn, but 
my wife said "It ~~uld hardly have its landing lights tn ever 
there." 

We have all seen planes ooming in to Masoet with 
landing lights tn. 

TW0 things left me a bit puazled last nights 

1. There was ne sign tf the red and green flashing 
lights that we usually see on planes at night; 

!. There was n• sign ef any beam leading eut frem 
the lights at any time. 

We saw the lights ftr only about half a mi• ute , but 
they were quite distinote

F~om where we were, tho lights appeared to be 
over tho sea about half a mile out from South Head and 
at a height of between 500ft. and lOOOtt. 

There was n~thing mysterious or eerie about them. 

They appeared to be normal reddiah-whnte light•, 
and ~I.., bright. 

The lights appeared to be about as fa~ apart a• would 
be the motors on the wing of a plane at that dist~noe from ce. 

'rbey gradually converp,ed towards each other as th~y 
wero disappearing - just as though tho machine that carried them 
was turning in the are- and disappeared as though no longer 
visible because the maohino had changed course. 

~o lights oould have b~en much farther away than they 
seemed to be , but I doubt this. 

I have seen meteors, falling stars, tho Aurora Austral1 
and si~ilar phenonoma and oan definitely say it was none of 
those. 

Tho thing seemed to be so naturally the lights of a 
plane, though there was no suggestion or the outline or a plane. 

I was quite satisfied that it was a plene~ though 
puzzled by the lack ef tho blinking green light- that I thought 
no mere of it. 

I would not have reported this because of ita 
natural likeness to the possibility of a normal plane, only 
the R.A.AaF• Public Relations Offioer has assured me that no 
plane oan fly at night without being "tabbed" by the authoritie•• 

This morning before speaking to him, I was quite 
satisfied that it was a plane sho~ng unusual lights or 
playing a joke. 

It moved through the air at what seemed the same 
speed as a plane on that altitude. 

I should add that it could not possibly have been 
tho headlights or a oar. At the time we sa~t we were only 
100 yards from tho sea~ Oliff; the lights were definitely 
over the sea and higher than ~uld he the lights of Ben Buoklor 
or South Head from there. 

After driving the oar in I again looked at tho sky, 
but saw no sign of any lights or objects. 

At Mascot at night I have seen many planes coming 
in, and have seen many over Mareubra at night. 

On giving this further thought, I realise that I 
havo never seen any lights in the sky just like this twin 
pair of lights last night.
