Peruvian snaps a UFO--

"shaped like soup plate’

© LIMA (Péru) — A Lima
architect said Monday e
steod 30 yards from a flying
saucer ‘‘shapéd Hite am over-
furned soup plate,’” photo-
graphed the object and of-
féred'his picturesas proof.

“I never thought I would

gee a flying saucer, much

less photograph one,” said
Hugo Luyo Vega. “I think,
using the finest camera
equipment in the world, I
would never be able to do it
again without the same ex-
traordinary luck that I had
last Friday.”

Hugo Luyo offered both
his pictures and the word of
a client he had taken to the
Lima countryside in search
of a home site as proof of
the event. He said he and his
client had driven about 54
miles inland along the Ri-
mac River when they came
to a stop near a valley sur-
rounded by tall hills.

In the midst of their sur-
vey. he said, “my client, ob-
viously excited, told me he
saw a shining object .in the

bottom of the valley that
was advancing towards us
extremely slowly:

“The car was not far
away. I ran back for my
camera, because in that frac-
tion of a second I thoughtl,
too, had seen something in-
teresting.

“When I pointed my cam-
era and took the picture,
the object was less than 50
yards away from us and
about 20 yards off the
ground. ‘“‘Suddenly, the ob-
ject changed direction,
headed toward the East and
increased its speed. It rose
off the ground as if trying to
avoid some high tension
wires that came down from
the top of one of the hills
and crossed the valley, and
disappeared from view-"

Hugo Luyo said the object
“was the color of burnished
silver. Itwas shaped like an
averturned sbup plate with a
cupola on the top.

“At the very top of the cu-
pola, there was a round ob-
ject giving off a fixed skv-
blue light. Lower on the cu-

pola, we could see a row of
small windows like vort
holes in a ship.”

On the bottom of the ob-
ject, he said, was what ap-
peared to be ‘‘the propulsive
force of the object ... a
dark red throbbing lignt that
was aimed toward the
ground from a sort of tur-
bine in the middle of the up-
sidedown plate. Near the
turbine-like part, we could
see protuberances like
half-eggs.”

The architect said only
about 30 seconds elapsed
from the time they Spotted
the object until it disap-
peared.

“But from the minute that
I held in my hand the Pola-
roid photograph, Ihad proof
that what my client and I
saw was not an optical illu-
sion,” Hugo Luyo said.

“In the middle of the
three-by-four-inch photo-
graph, we could see the
flying saucer, even the row
of rounded -windows,” he
said. “*After this experience,
I am convinced that flying
saucers really exist. So is
my client.”

SPACECRAFT FROM OTHER PLANETS

An Explanation of Photographs (on attached Sheet) :

#1l, #6, and #10 - Three of a series of photographs taken by Mr. George Adamski,
beginning at 9 a.m., December 13, 1952 - through his six-inch telescope. This
is the "Venusian Scout Ship". Aabout 35 feet in diameter, this little space-
craft was made of translucent metal. On photo #1 is shown the large magnifying
lens and the three-sphered landing gear, as well as the housing which contains
the craft's main machinery underneath the ship. Photo #6 shows the portholes,
spherical landing-gear, lens, and light on top of the cabin. The white line
around the base of the dome is a form of power coil. #10 gives a detailed view
of one of the three landing spheres by means of which the saucer can land in
any direction. This simple ingenious arrangement also facilitates maintenance
on the ground or in the stowage decks of great carrier ships.

(Photographs published in the books INSIDE THE SPACE SHIPS and FLYING SAUCERS
HAVE LANDED by George Adamski.) f

NOTE: The first reported landing of a spacecraft in this century was made by

@ man from Cardiff, reported at Caerphilly, Wales, May 18, 1909. Mr. Lithbridge
says he was walking through the mountains when he came across a large cylin-
drical construction parked beside a lonely road. Within a few minutes after
the men inside had seen him, the machine rose in the air and flew away. It

had no wings and made little noise. A depression was found in the grass at

the place he indicated. - - - In ancient days these craft have been referred

to as 'Chariots of Fire', 'Sky Pearls', ‘Silvery Bells', 'Wheels within Wheels',

__'Cars Celestial possessing the radiance of fire', to list only a few.

#2, #3,and #11 - From a series of four photographs taken by George Adamski on
March 5, 1951 at 10:30 a.m. This shows the large 'Mother-Carrier and Labor-
atory' Craft (often described as 'cigar-shaped') releasing balls of fire or
puffs of smoke. On this series one can see the 'Carrier Craft' releasing the
‘Scout craft', one-by-one, until six are in view. The scouts moved down a
sloping rail, and through air-locks in the bottom of the ship,out into Space.
NOTE: This type of craft has often been mentioned in Biblical and other anci-
ent records, and even modern times as: 'Pillars of Fire', 'Flying Scrolls',
‘Glorious Luminous Crosses in the Sky', ‘'Candles hanging in the Heavens', 'Arks
with doves that flew to their windows'. They have been seen hovering in the
Sky, turning on end, swaying gently back-and-forth, and disappearing into the
Heavens in seconds, turning many times the brilliance of bright gold.

#9 - This photograph was taken by Stephen Darbishire, age 13, son of a
Coniston Doctor. Stephen and his cousin Adrian, age 8, witnessed this 'scout’
descend at a tremendous speed, and disappear behind a hillock. It appeared
again, tipped-up on its side, and then shot-up into the sky, making a swish-
ing noise as it did so. (At Coniston, England, Feb. 15, 1954 at 11 a.m. Stephen
described it as solid, metallic, with a dome, portholes, and three bumps
underneath. \

#13 - These two Orthographic Projections, made by Leonard Cramp(M.I.Mech.E.)

show the S. Darbishire photograph (top) and the George Adamski photograph

(bottom) to be identical objects with identical proportions. (From the book:

Space, Gravity, and The Flying Saucer by L. Cramp). This graphic comparison

proves that both photos, taken 1% yrs. apart and in different countries, are

authentic. NOTE: (Testimony of experts supporting G. Adamski's photographs) :
John Ford(renowned film director) "These are no models...these are very
large objects shot through what I should imagine to be a six-inch lens.”

#4, #8, #12 - This photographic series includes several additional photos not
shown here. These were taken by Mr. Cedric Allingham, of Scotland, on Feb.1l8,
1954, at approx. 3:45 p.m. This shows the 'Martian-type' of Space craft mak-
ing its final descent preparatory to landing. #12 is the first phoﬁp to be
téaken of a 'Space Craft' actually on the ground. The revolving dome appeared

_to'be shaped from one sheet of metal. Allingham estimated the total diameter

““at “about’ 50" and‘the height approx. 20'. The portholes and landing'gear are

early ‘shown. 'The man’ (shown in photo #8) who came out of this ‘craft, by

eans of sign language, identified himself to Mr. Allingham as coming from

““the planet Mars. ''He was about 6' and wore a single=piece garment. 'A
‘double harness, which can be seen on the photo served some function in
‘connection with a' detachable headpiece. The Martian had a face of a very
“deep tan and he smiled with both his eyes and his lips.

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#5 - This photograph is a slide taken from an 8 mm, color film taken by
Mrs. M. Rodeffer of Silver Springs, Maryland, on February 26, 1965, in the
presence of George Adamski. This film shows the Scout Craft approx. 75 ft.
from the camera, and hovering approx. 75 ft. above the grounds of Mrs.
Rodeffer's home. As the Craft sways back-and-forth, it ‘appears' to change
its shape. This effect is caused by the varying amounts of force-field
surrounding the Craft, and thus, distorting the visual appearance. The film
also shows the three-sphered landing gear lowering and retracting.

George Adamski was at the home of Mrs. Rodeffer the day the film was taken,
and he had alerted her to seizing her camera and getting outside, when the
Craft first appeared. This is the "Venusian Scout Craft", which was photo-
graphed over 12 years earlier by Mr. Adamski at Palomar Gardens, California.

#14 - On November 20, 1952 George Adamski met with a man who came from an-
other planet on the Scout ship shown in photos #li#é. and #10 (described
below). In that meeting the friendly visitor requested - and received -

an exposed photographic plate from Mr. Adamski.-: On Dec. 13, 1952, immedi-
ately after photos #1,#6, and #10 were taken, the Scout ship came to within
100 ft. of Mr. Adamski and several witnesses. A porthole opened,,K and the
same man,who met Mr. Adamski on November 20, dropped the photo-plate to the
ground. Upon development, the plate(#14) revealed symbols not of this planet.
Dr. Basil Van den Berg, an engineer from South Africa, deciphered these
symbols after years of dedicated study, and, thereby, built a small, electro-
magnetic (free-energy) motor.

#15 - 20,000 year-old Petroglyphs from Brazil - In 1963 the world-famous
archaeologist, Prof. Marcel Homet, published his researches into the anci-
ent civilizations of Peru and Brazil (book title: Sons of the Sun). He
discovered hundreds of remarkable petroglyphs, which he believed to be

made approx. 20,000 years ago by a race who were in contact with the Space
People. A careful study of this and of photo #14 will® reveal many identi-
cal symbols, some in the same order, some differently placed. Prof. Homet
has stated: "I have never found (Mr.) Adamski to be untruthful."

MEETING WITH A MAN FROM VENUS:

On November 20, 1952 Mr. George Adamski, in the presence of six witnesses,
who later signed affidavits to this event, met with a Man from Venus, whose
Scout Craft landed in the Mojave Desert. The full account of this meeting
is given in the book: FLYING SAUCERS HAVE LANDED (Book 2,pp.171-230). The
following is an exerpt of Mr. Adamski's first impression of this Man:

"He was about five feet, six inches in height, and I would estimate him to
be about 28 years of age, although he could have been much older...His hair
was sandy in colour, and hgng in beautiful waves to his shoulders, glisten-
ing more beautifully than any woman's I have ever seen. The beauty of his
form surpassed anything I had ever seen. And the pleasantness of his face
freed me of all thought of my personal self. I felt like a little child in
the presence of one with great wisdom and much love, and I became.very hum-
ble within myself...for from him was radiating a feeling of Infinite
Understanding and Kindness, with Supreme Humility." p
