IDENTIFICATION OF SPACE VEHICLE FRAGMENTS.

Reference is made to your D.5492/1/1 dated 16th August, 1962
it is advised that ihformation has been received from a lady residing in the
extreme south of York Peninsular who witnessed what could well have been space
vehicle fraguents on re-entry. Hereunder are relevamt extructs from her report.

" About 5.30pm I was returning home from football with my two girls
then 11 and 6 years when about 20 yards from our garage I leaned
forward to change gears and became aware of something falling from
high up in the sky. It was dusk with a glow about the westernm and
southern horizoms.

My first impression was that it looked like a large falling meteor,
it seemed to be wreathed in a smoky haze this made it look roundish
there was some part of it alight though I could see no flames, the
part alight seemed to be central. The diredtion of its fall seemed
to be SW to NE: bdut more west tham south. It was mot f
straight down but at an angle a sharp angle (see illustration) I
could not pick out any definite shape because of the smoky haze
except that it appeared like a round boulder encased in smoke. The
smoke seemed to be going outwards and backwards over it as it
descended.

The diffused light was still there. I stopped the car, switched
off the dim lights, told the childrem to wind up the windows and lie
on the floor of the car and I knelt down beside them, and saw that
"it" was much lower in the sky, it now was fully alight, with great
tongues of flame pouring from the front part to the rear to encompass
the whole thing, it now resembled in shape what I should imagine a
wingless plame would look like. The sheets of flame were pulled
backwards and appeared to be six to eight £t in length there was no
trail at all apparent - no separating parts - it seemed to be all
intact but well alight. The angle was not as acute the object
appeared to be settling more into an more west to east than
SW to NE, The arc was slight more

Quickly the flames changed so that the object looked like a fiexy
hot ingot which gradually wemt black from the front portion to the
rear. 1 can remember the final glow as it was dying out then all
was black and I saw nothing for about two seconds. It wasnt very
far from ground level now as I leaned against the windscreen ready
at the last second to throw myself over the childrem in case of
accident. And then I had my first clear and distinct picture of the
shape and outline of what looked like a rocket, it was mach smaller
than I anticipated probably 3 ft in length it was pointed directly
to the east from the west flying parallel to the ground about 20 ft
above the ground the front end was shaped like a cone and the rest
like a cylander. The arc had gone it was definately going parallel
to the ground. It was black as it was outlined against the slight
glow from the south. It was moving smoothly but not at excessive
spedd with the cone pointed into the east., It disappeared from my
view behind the pine tree (see illustration). I mow had to look
into the east it was quite dark, a small grove of trees extended be-
yond the pine tree, I saw nothing more no explosion no brightness or
noise. The windows of the car were up. After about a minute I put
down the window and looked and listened intently I saw or heard
nothing &bove the slight movement of leaves in the trees and the
noise of the sea about § mile south.

Next morning I thoroughly searched on area directly east of
the house. Just beyond the grove of trees the ground is fairly stoney,
with rock heaps and sheet rock. I looked for twisted wreckage at first
then I noticed very minute black pieces as tho something had shattered,
these were spread around fairly scattered. These bits were black they
resembled burnt paper but seemed to have more density than I imagined
burnt paper would have. I continued searching im widening circles and
eventually found in a ploughed up paddock due south of the scattered
black pieces about 250 yds away - a small heap of blackened material.
The paddock had been ploughed up the week previous @0 the material was
undisturbed it rested in the furrows mot particularly imbedded if at
all. It resembled in appearances what loosely rolled burnt paper would
look like tho denser. It was about 12 to 15 ins high by 18 inches in
length. It was very black, I ocould ses no printing as is usual with
burnt mewspapers etc. Not caring to risk radio activity I foumnd a
stick and prodded it, it broke up but mot as lightly as paper would.

I enquired from my husband but defimitely he had not burnt
anythihg there or further up where the black bits were. The paddock
was later put into crop, so nothing remains that I know of, tho at
times I have kept my eyes open when out in the paddocks beyomd this
area, but have found nothing else.

I think I have it all down and can add nothing further except
that I thought that although the rocket was falling it did not seem to
be entirely out of control, at no time did it jerk sbout, or separate,
and from the first sighting to its disappearance behind the tree would
probably be about fifteen seconds to twenty seconds certainly not less
probably about twenty seconds.

After reading this through 1 find I havent mentioned anything
about sound. Remember the windows were up, but I was aware of a rushing
sound wvhen the ? rocket was encased in flames but this might have been
my imagination, I remember I was impressed by the smoothness snd lessened
speed of the blackened rocket as it glided parallel te the groumd never
wavering from the east, directly in its path were three tzall gums with
long branches there were gaps of course, it was only about 15 ff away that I
found the tiny bleck particles mentioned before. Incidentally if it had
not been for these trees it might have gome much further as our house and

surrounding are on a rise and beyond this the ground level slopes away to
5t. Vincents Gulf., *

2. Since the incident happened some time ago the actual date is in
doubt. The asuthoress mentions "three years ago on a Saturday". In a further
statement "the day after the first two American Astromauts made their flight" -
it is understood that this was Wednesday 2ird March, 1965. Again she mentions at
dusk between 5.30pm and 6.00pm - this does not ugree with the last date.

3. Copy of illustration mentioned in second para of extract attached.

4. The lady in question has been assured that there will be no publicity
associated with the incident.

Reference folios 156/7 of Registry File 56/483.

2. N\ Bvery effort has been made to identify the aircraft sighted
by Sgquadron JOHNSTON without success. In addition to the enquiries

made by the R.A.A.F. both the Range Overseer and the writer telephoned a
number of pastoral properties within the area; the State Police carried
out, through their representatives, enquiries at Andamooka, and checks were
made through Maralinga all with nil result.

3. It is a pity that so much time was lost before it was determ-
ined that the aircraft was alien to Woomera and it is disturhing to learn,
not-withstanding modern aids and facilities, that it is not possible to
identify it.

4. Because of good weather (light winds and smooth seas) and the
large movement of light aircraft taking part in the Air Pageant at Parafield
and Edinburgh together with the reported absence (see Gibber Gabber of 8/9/66)
of a number of aircrew persomnel and aircraft from Woomera the possibility,
slight though it may be, of unknown foreign shipping in the Great Australian
B aking advantage of the situation and launching an aircraft can not be
Overlooked.

5e As discussed with you the possibility of using Rahge instrument-
ation in tracking such incidents in future will be explored. Because of the
altitude {300 to 400 feet) in the present case it is not thought that these
measures would have been successful. The holding of a Meteor on standby for
scramble in such cases would most likely be unrealistic but could be examined.

1. Enclosed herewith is a report made by Squadron Leader

2o Air Traffic Control received the substance of this report at
1119 hours and initially simply stated that no Otter aireraft was flying.
It proved difficult to get further information as Squadron Leader

J.H. JOHNSTON was actively engaged as Pilot on the trial.

3. At approximately 1145 a full report was received, but it was then
too late to investigate from the air.

4. Widespread checks were carried out through Adelaide, Ceduna,
Whyalla, Port Augusta and Leigh Creek, but no relevant information was
secured. Identification was complicated by the large number of light
aircoraft converging on ADELAIDE for the Air Show.

A letter has been received from the Department of External
Affairs stating that the United States Embassy has informally sought
their assistance in obtaining information which might be used in the
identification of space vehicle fragments. The Embassy stated that
if a luminous object is observed in the atmosphere and/or fragments
are recovered which might be associated with the re-entry or earth
impact of space vehicles, the following information would be helpful
in identifying the vehicle and determining its origin :-

1. QObservation of Luminous Objects
(a) Date and time of the observation(s).

(b) Location of the observer(s) (city, town, etc. or
geographic coordinates).

(¢) Trajectory or flight path of the object (compass
heading) and its location relative to observer(s).

(d) Burning characteristics, i.e. colour; whether light
was steady or pulsating, whether streamers were
emitted (sparkler effect).

(e) VWas break-up of the object observed? If so, the
estimated geographic coordinates, locating the
point of break-up.

(f) Was noise associated with the flight?

(a) Date and time of impact(s) or recovery of fragment(s).

(b) Location of observer(s) and/or coordinates locating
area where fragments were recovered.

(¢) Dispersion of fragments within the recovery area,
(d) Was noise associated with the impacts?

(e) If impacts were not observed, but heard, the date
and time of noise,

(f) Physical description of the fragments, i.e. length,
width, thickness, weight, condition, etc.

(g) Description of any numbers, letters, inspection
stamps, or other identifying marks on the fragments,

(h) Nature of terrain - wooded, sandy, pasture, etc.

Thank you for your letter of 6th September, 1959. I vory
much appreciate your action in taking the trouble to write to this Bstablish-
ment on your sighting.

The objeet you saw probably was not a satellite, The dyiug
stages of satellites can be predicted with reasonable accuracy and none
were due in at this time.

The object was most likely meteoric in origin. Your
description of the glow effects and speed is remarkably similar to
reports on objects sighted in recent months here at Woomera. The
apparent slow speed — much slower than normal meteors - could be explained
by the aspect of the trajectory from your viewing point. In other words,
the objeet may have been approaching almost directly towards you and the
angular speed was therefore low.

It is appreciated that there is much which remains to be
explained on the matter of natural objects and their approach through
the earth's atmosphere. Thus the opinion expressed above is not
necessarily correct. However, Ithink you may take it as highly likely
that the object was not man-made.

over the Woomera rocket range in southern Australia Monday
night, range authorities said today.

The object, sighted by trained staff, was traveling south.
It was not associated with any range firing, the authorities said.

Sightings of unidentified flying objects were reported at various
other places in Australia the same night."

I thought that you would be interested to know that we saw an
identical object-if not the same- at 7.04 PM the night of

January 28 in the Pacific Ocean off Panama., There were eleven of
us, including two crew, in the Pescadora on a fishing trip out
from Balboa in the Canal Zone. We anchored back of Pescadora
Island, one of the Las Perlas group for the night, which is
situated about 75 kilometers south east of Panama. It was a black
ni§ht and one of the passengers said "look at the jet plane", We
all looked and realized that it was not a plane because there was
no noise and it was white with a stubby tail, the latter being
about as long as the body of the object. We were facing north
west so the object came from the south west and was traveling to
the horth east about 30 degrees above the horizon. We watched it
for about 20 seconds and then reported it by ship-to-shore gadio
to the Information Center at Quarry Heights in the Canal Zone.
When we returned on Sunday we were advised that a number of people
had seen the object in the Canal Zone and it had been written up
in the local newspaper. Due to information restrictions in- the
Canal Zone we could obtain no further information. However, in your
official capacity, it may be that you can get this information
from the Information Center which is located as designated
"Quarry Heights, Canal Zone."

The object was travelling fast - faster than any jet
aireraft I have seen., It is difficult to estimate the speed
especially at night.

I am not prepared to say whether this object was an
earthly objecty but it was a fuselage of some kind,

I have discussed this incident with Ager who ghares
room with me because we thought we had something whiech should
be reported., I have today made a rough sketch setting out my
impression of what I observed.

At about 2100 hours on S8aturday 27th September, I was
standing with my son five years old at the corner of the road
by the Junior Ranks Clubj my husband had gone down to the Peace
Officers' Lounge to collect mail,

My son suddenly remarked "Look at that 1light"™ and

pointed towards Woomera West. I saw a car light on the road by
Woomera West and replied, "That is a wotor-car', He said, "No,
the light in the sky", I then ohserved a brisht bluish white -~
object travelling fast in the sky. I followed its movement from
over in the direction of Woomera West until it went ouf of sight over
the horizon past the Ponds., It was travelling much faster than
any of the jet planes here and appeared to be travelling at about
the same helght as they usually fly, I could not discern any
garticular shape but thought the light was reflected off the object.

This officer reports on contimued investigation of
unusual object observed in the sky by Peace Officer First Class
Newell G.M. on 29th April, 1952 (See Appendix "A"),

2. Several bus drivers were interviewed before the reporting
officer identified the other witnessing person as Mr,Norman Heary
GREGORY, Driver, Department of Works & Housing, Koolymilka, Pass No,
6147, He stated that he was at Woomera West éiding'on the morning
of 28th April and whilst awaiting arrival of the Budd Car sat in a
Vanguard with wr,W.H.Tomlinson, He said a Peace Officer was also
in the vicinity, About three-quarters hour prior to the arrival of
the Budd Car he observed an exceedingly bright object passing along
the sky from South-east to West, He said he had never seen anything
like this object before and cowmpared it with a vertyhlight but ruled
that such could not be the case because of its great height, distance
of travel and the speed which was faster but not nearly as fast as
the usual shooting star. Remarks were passed between Tomlinson,
possibly the Peace Officer and himself whilst the object was in flight.

3e Mr.William TOMLINSON, ugloyed by WILCKENS and BURNSIDE,
Woomera, Pass No.4870, has been interviewed, He corroborates the
information of P.0.1 Newell and Mr.Gregory, He stated that he looked
through the windscreen of his car and observed the object travel
horizontally across the sky from approximately South to West. It
headed slowly towards earth. It was much larger than anything he had
ever seen in the sky but did not move so fast as a falling star, It
was not nearly so far off yet, probably, could have fallen to earth
outside Australia., Asked by this officer if Mr.Tomlinson thought

th:.object-could have been wmanufactured on earth he said "Definitely
not",

4, lr.Goorg; Trefrey, Meteorlogical Officer was interviewed and
the facts as obtained given with a request for observation on the subjec!
Mr.Trefrey intimated that it was a peculiar thing that n:nsgtaugztho
ever observe "flying saucers". He checked his records fi at
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there was some light cloud known as Stratus-Cumulus at about
2500-3000 feet moving at about 18 knots., There was a new woon
which would be high in the sky at about 0330 hours, 28th April.

He was sceptical of the phencmernon observed and pu£ forwarc a—
possible answer saying that under circumstances with eloud similar
to that on the occasion the power.ul headlights of a moving car could
be reflected in the cloud.

< 1% P.0.1 Newall was 1ntervieweq_rognrding the possibility of
the object being a reflection of car lights turning a corner. He
is definite that the object was in the sky because he saw it pass
behind the cloud as well as in the clear starry sky.

6. In coneclusion this officer is satisfied an object, most
likeli a meteor, was definitely observed by the three perscns
Newall, Gregory and Tomlinson and, although the time differs, is

similar to an object observed by a milkman in an Adelaide suburb
on the same morning,
