I am writing concerning your Freedom of Information request asking for any information
regarding seven objects that were travelling over Runcorn in Cheshire on the 7 December 2008.

First, it may be helpful if I explain that the Ministry of Defence examines any reports of
‘unidentified flying objects’ it receives solely to establish whether what was seen might have some
defence significance; namely, whether there is any evidence that the United Kingdom’s airspace
might have been compromised by hostile or unauthorised air activity.

Unless there is evidence of a potential threat to the United Kingdom from an external source, and
to date no ‘UFO’ report has revealed such evidence, we do not attempt to identify the precise
nature of each sighting reported to us. We believe that rational explanations, such as aircraft lights
or natural phenomena, could be found for them if resources were diverted for this purpose, but it
is not the function of the MOD to provide this kind of aerial identification service. It would be an
inappropriate use of defence resources if we were to do so.

The MOD does not have any expertise or role in respect of ‘UFO/flying saucer’ matters to the
question of the existence or otherwise of extraterrestrial life forms, about which it remains totally
open-minded. I should add that to date, the MOD knows of no evidence which substantiates the
existence of these alleged phenomena.

With regard to your particular observation, I can confirm that we received no other sighting
reports for the 7 December 2008, of seven objects flying over Runcorn in Cheshire.

Finally, I suggest that you contact the Civil Aviation Authority for information. They may be able
to help you with your enquiry.

Thank you for your Freedom of Information request of 3 December 2008. You
state that you believe that page 2 of enclosure 28 of file DEFE24-1940 is not a scanned copy of
the original document. Additionally, you asked how many documents throughout the release (by
which I assume you mean the release of UFO files to The National Archives) had been “reset”.

All the UFO files released by the MoD are scanned originals. On a number of occasions, the
scanning has not been of a readable quality, or has been scanned sufficiently “off centre” to make
reading difficult.

Thank you for your letter of 18 November 2008 asking why some UFO files would
go to DIS and some to DAS. Additionally, you asked what the defence procedure would be if a
UFO sighting were deemed to be of defence significance.

Firstly, I think it might be helpful if I explain that the Ministry of Defence does not open files for
each UFO sighting report it receives. Each UFO sighting report file can contain dozens and, in the
past, hundreds of reports. That having been said, a handful of individual case files were opened
during the early 1990’s. These will be transferred to The National Archives in 2009.

Copies of sighting reports from either military or civilian sources were sent to DIS from the Air
Staff in case they contained any information which was of value in DIS’s task of analysing the
performance and threat of foreign weapons systems, nuclear, chemical and biological weapons
programmes and emerging technologies. However, none of the reports received over a period of
30 years have yielded any valuable information whatsoever. DIS therefore decided in December
2000, not to receive these reports any longer. DAS staff were, and are, unable to provide a
technical evaluation since they are not scientists or technical specialists. It was not a case of
different reports being sent to the two branches, but reports being looked at for slightly different
reasons.

Turning to your second question, if DAS staff felt a sighting was of defence significance, we
would contact the appropriate branch within the MoD to deal with the matter. Who that would be
would, of course, depend upon the particular circumstances of each individual report.

"A POLICE helicopter flying over Birmingham narrowly avoided tragedy when it nearly collided
with a UFO, a report has claimed.

The pilot managed to swerve out of the mystery aircraft’s way while he was on a routine police
surveillance task over the city centre earlier this year.

The helicopter was also carrying two police observers during the journey at around 9.50pm on May
2."

The report stated: “The front observer saw unidentified lights flying around their aircraft. The pilot
established visual contact, as he maneuvered the aircraft to avoid a collision and to identify the light
source.”

The object was less than 100m away and flew around them. The p110t told the Airprox Board he
thought the intent may either have been sinister or just someone messing around.

That doesn't sound like a balloon, lantern, or a flock of birds to me.

Thank you for your e-mail of 1 January 2008 to Secretary of State for
Defence, Des Browne, it has been passed to this office to answer as we are the branch with
responsibility for UFO matters within the MoD.

When the Ministry of Defence was informed of the events which are alleged to have
occurred at Rendlesham Forest/RAF Woodbridge in December 1980, all available
substantiated evidence was looked at in the usual manner by those within the MOD/RAF
with responsibility for air defence matters. The judgement was that there was no indication
that a breach of the United Kingdom's air defences had occurred on the nights in question.
As there was no evidence to substantiate an event of defence concern no further
investigation into the matter was necessary. Although a number of allegations have
subsequently been made about these reported events, nothing has emerged over the last

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quarter of a century which has given us reason to believe that the original assessment made
by this Department was incorrect. Other than an obligation to respond to questions from the
public, the MoD has no further interest in the subject and considers the matter closed.

The MoD file on the Rendlesham Incident is already in the public domain via our website
and will be included in the general release of 160 UFO files that you mention in your e-mail,
which will also include policy files, correspondence files, sighting report files, Freedom of
Information request files and a small number of files regarding specific incidents or subjects
such as alien abduction.

PART A: SUMMARY OF INFORMATION REPORTED TO UKAB

THE EC135 PILOT reports flying a routine night police surveillance task on the edge of Birmingham
CTR squawking 0060 with Mode C and in receipt of a RC service from them. He was operating
around 1500ft on the QNH and initially in an orbit at 80kt when the front observer saw unidentified
lights flying around their ac. The pilot established visual contact, he estimated 100m away but it was
very difficult to tell, as he manoeuvred the ac to avoid a collision and to identify the light source.

The lights appeared to continue to circle their ac the same height, flew away to the N slightly then
returned. Contact was broken by flying E to Birmingham City and descending to a lower height to
enable the lights to be seen against the dark sky but the other ac returned to their area.

They searched the open land in the area below them with their thermal camera looking for any signs
of radio-controlled model activity but nothing obvious was found.

He believes the lights may have come from a radio controlled fixed wing ac, the lights being to assist
with night flying, and that it was purposely flown around them. He also thought that the intent may
either have been sinister, or just someone “messing around”. He informed Birmingham Radar at the
time who as would be expected saw nothing on the radar, probably due to the small size of the other
ac.

ATSI had nothing to add.

UKAB Note (1): The pilot of the EC135 was very co-operative and provided additional information
when contacted by the Secretariat. He is a very experienced helicopter pilot particularly in night
operations. He was engaged on a routine police surveillance task, accompanied by 2 fully trained
police observers, one visual in the left hand seat and one in the rear operating the ac equipment and,
at the time, using NVGs. All 3 crewmembers saw 2 continuous (not flashing) blue/green lights and
the front seat observer saw an object behind the lights. The rear seat observer saw the lights on his
NVGs but nothing else due to ‘blooming’. None of the crewmembers could offer any explanation as
to the source of the lights other than that given by the pilot. The RT recording verifies that the EC135
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pilot reported the incident to Radar and they responded by saying that there were no other contacts in
the area.

The pilot discounted any ‘flashing’ from the rotor blades (as reported as taking place in some
helicopter operations in the Middle East). He also stated that they thought that the source of the
lights might be a reflection from the NVG lenses onto the inside of the ac canopy; this was later
discounted after another ac conducted a test on a later flight.

UKAB Note (2): All available radar recordings were examined and the EC135 shows throughout,
squawking with Mode C, operating on the edge of the Birmingham CTR, both inside and outside
Class D airspace. The RT recording shows that the pilot was in contact with Birmingham Radar and
cleared to operate in the area. At the time the only other ac seen in the area and the only other in
contact with radar, is a routine Birmingham CAT inbound which passes over the EC135, well above.
(Although he did not report seeing it, the EC135 pilot was certain that the lights did not emanate from
that ac). There were several ‘one sweep only’ primary contacts over 10nm to the W and slightly
before the incident time that were attributed to anaprop [anomalous propagation].

UKAB Note (3): Due to the pilot’s report the first organisation contacted by the UKAB in attempting to
trace the source of the lights was the British Model Flying Association. Their view was that the object
could not have been a model ac as it would have been too high and they had no reports of any
activity at night. In addition it would not, in their view been possible to control a normal (in size and
control system) model ac at that height since any light would not have been sufficient to enable
control. In pursuing more sophisticated unmanned aerial vehicles, known civil, police and military
operators of UAVs were contacted and no activity was reported (in any case it was a most unlikely
location and time for the operation of UAVs, indeed virtually impossible for military UAV activity).
Military flights were ruled out since there was no squawk observed and the area is outwith the
UKLFS. Gliders, kites, tethered and untethered balloons were ruled out due to the light and weather
conditions. There are no Met balloon launch sites in the area. All local GA airfields (except
Halfpenny Green) reported no night activity on the date of the incident. The activity from Halfpenny
Green was police operations that had landed before the incident time. Since the incident occurred in
good radar coverage (both Birmingham and Clee Hill) and no contacts either squawking or primary-
only were evident within 20nm of the incident position, it is thought most unlikely that the lights
emanated from normal GA, other police or air ambulance activity. A laser light show was also
discounted since there was no cloudbase for the lights to be reflected on. Fireworks or flares were
also discounted since the light source did not descend towards the ground as, even with parachute
flares, would be the case and, in any case, the lights reported were not bright enough to be
pyrotechnics. The authorities for the parks close to the incident area were contacted but they had no
activity recorded for the evening of 2 May.

Although the possibility of a civilian clandestine flight by a microlight or similar ac could not be ruled
out, it is thought unlikely that any pilot engaged on illegal airborne activity would orbit what could
probably be identified as a police helicopter.

Regrettably therefore, despite extensive tracing the source of the lights could not be identified.

PART B: SUMMARY OF THE BOARD'S DISCUSSIONS

Information available included reports from the helicopter pilot, a recording of the relevant RT
frequency, radar video recordings and a report from the appropriate ATC authorities.

The Board noted the extensive tracing action taken by the Secretariat and accepted that any further
effort was unlikely to determine the source of the lights reported by the EC135 pilot which, despite
there being no information to support the crew’s (unanimous) sighting, Members accepted totally as
being accurate. The Board, which included a very experienced helicopter pilot Member with
extensive experience of civil, military and police helicopter operations, was invited to offer an
explanation as to the source of the lights: none was forthcoming. The possibility of a clandestine



~ flight was only one of several possibilites and Members were not convinced that, other than by
exclusion of other logical possibilities, there was sufficient information to mention this in the cause.
Certainly however, the ac from which the lights emanated had been small and probably non-metallic
since it was not displayed on either of the radars examined and had not been displaying the lighting
required by the ANO.

Thank you for your letter of S November 2008 clarifying your original Freedom of
Information request of 23 October 2008.

You have stated that you were not seeking information regarding the Cosford Incident, but a more
general report into UFOs. Additionally, you asked whether the areas of Bonnybridge in Scotland
and Bonsall in Derbyshire continued to report UFO sightings and whether any local military bases
could be responsible for them. Finally, you asked whether the BBC had passed a film from the
1960’s to the Ministry of Defence for analysis.

I believe that the report you are looking for is entitled “Unidentified Aerial Phenomena in the UK
Air Defence Region”. The report is available on the Ministry of Defence internet site at
www.mod.uk. It is therefore readily available for the public to read and under exemption s.21
(Information Reasonably Accessible to the Applicant by Other Means) of the Freedom of
Information Act, the MoD is not required to provide you with a copy.

The Ministry of Defence continues to receive UFO sightings from all over the UK. Details of
sightings for the period 1997-2007 are also available on our website by searching under “UFO
Reports” and again, under exemption s.21 we are not required to provide you with this
information.

The Ministry of Defence examines any reports of 'unidentified flying objects' it receives solely to
establish whether what was seen might have some defence significance; namely, whether there is
any evidence that the United Kingdom's airspace might have been compromised by hostile or
unauthorized foreign military activity.

Unless there is evidence of a potential threat to the United Kingdom from an external military
source, and to date no 'UFO' report has revealed such evidence, we do not attempt to identify the
precise nature of each sighting reported to us. We believe that rational explanations, such as
aircraft lights or natural phenomena, could be found for them if resources were diverted for this
purpose, but it is not the function of the MOD to provide this kind of aerial identification service.
It would be an inappropriate use of defence resources if we were to do so.



. Turning to the matter of a BBC film sent to the MoD in the 1960°s, you may wish to be aware that
MOD files were routinely destroyed after five years until 1967 when they were generally
preserved for The National Archives. A few have survived before 1967 and these together with
records up to 1992 are now available for public viewing,

Thank you for your freedom of Information request of 3 November 2008. I will deal with
your request for information on UFOs for the period 1950-2007. The non UFO related material
will be dealt with by colleagues in another branch who will write to you separately.

You may be interested to know that the MoD has commenced a programme to release some 160
UFO and UFO related files to the National Archive. The files from the Directorate of Air Staff
and the Defence Intelligence Staff will cover the period from the late 1970s to 2007. The files
themselves will be released in accordance with the same principles that the MoD applies when it
releases information for Freedom of Information requests such as yours. The files will be released
in chronological order and the programme is likely to take some three years to complete. To date

-some 24 files have been released. Therefore, as provided by exemption s.22 (information intended
for future publication) of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 the MOD is not obliged to comply
with this part of your request.

This is not the end of the matter, of course; section 22 is a qualified exemption, meaning that the
MOD must assess the balance of public interest in release of the information.

Whilst there is undoubtedly public interest in this information being released to the public as it
will enable them to have a more informed view of the MoD’s role in the UFO phenomena, there is
no overriding reason why the public should have the information immediately. It is part of
effective administration of government that the publication of information is planned and
managed within the department responsible. Copies of UFO photographs will be of great interest
to researchers and writers and, by placing the information requested in The National Archives, all
interested parties will have access to the same information at the same time, which ensures no one
has any particular advantage over their competitors.

That having been said, you may wish to be aware that the MOD has already released a great deal
of information about UFOs which is available for public viewing.

Thank you for your e-mails of 15t and 22 November 2008. You raised a number of
questions and I will try to answer them.

Firstly, you asked why the MoD would not send you the information you requested. As I explained
in my response of 31 October 2008, providing you with the information you asked for would exceed
£600. The Freedom of Information Act allows government departments to make an estimate of how
much work it will take to answer a Freedom of Information request and, if it exceeds three working
days, which equates to £600, it is not required to provide the information requested. I apologise for
not making this clear.

To put your request in some context, you asked for all the information the MoD had on UFOs. This
equates to some 160 files, each of which needs to be checked for personal information such as names
and addresses before they can be released. Additionally, we must check for other sensitive
information that would be covered by the exemptions contained within the Freedom of Information
Act. This is an extremely time consuming process and on average it would cost more than £600 to
prepare a single file for release. Releasing all 160 would be a task that would take years, rather than
days.

That having been said, as I explained in my e-mail, the MoD has established a programme to release
these files. Allowing for those responsible for releasing the files to continue with their normal duties,
it is estimated that the entire task will take some three years to complete. To date, some 24 files have
been placed on The National Archives website where they are available for pubic viewing. It is
hoped that the remaing files will be available by the end of 2010.

You also asked why some files were destroyed. I am not certain which files you are referring to, but
prior to 1967 there was very little public interest in the subject of "unidentified flying objects", and
as there was pressure on storage space in Government Archives "UFQ" files were routinely
destroyed after 5 years.

details of UFO sightings, including Heathrow. You also asked whether there are no such things as

UFOs and whether the MoD believes in them. -

Firstly, I think it would be helpful if I gave you some background about the MoD role in UFO
matters. Despite what many people think, the MoD does not have any expertise or role in respect
of 'UFO/flying saucer' matters or the question of the existence or otherwise of extraterrestrial

lifeforms, about which it remains totally open-minded. I should add that to date the MoD knows

of no evidence which substantiates the existence of these alleged phenomena.

The MoD examines any reports of 'unidentified flying objects' it receives solely to establish
whether what was seen might have some defence significance; namely, whether there is any
evidence that the United Kingdom!'s airspace might have been compromised by hostile or
unauthorized foreign military activity. Unless there is evidence of a potential threat to the United
Kingdom from an external military source, and to date no "UFO' report has revealed such
evidence, we do not attempt to identify the precise nature of each sighting reported to us. We
believe that rational explanations, such as aircraft lights or natural phenomena, could be found for
