I suspect they were meteors (do not believe in ET!), however, my Husband, two young

children and I all clearly witnessed some very strange lights in the sky over
Farleigh/Warlingham, Surrey last night, (Sunday lst March) at approximately 7pm.

We were driving home from Selsdon, Surrey, and heading up Farleigh Road towards
Warlingham when we spotted three very bright orange lights
in the sky.

They appeared circular, with no tail that was visible, and were travelling at speed
towards the East (approx). They were visible for a good 4-5 minutes very brightly, at
which pointed they slowly faded and disappeard one by one.

I saw one on it's own first off, which appeared to be just above the tree line ahead,
and thought it looked like an orange street lamp, but realised that as we rounded the
corner there were two others - they were all high in the sky and together they appeard
to be in a triangular formation to start.

We pulled over in the entrance to Farleigh Golf Club and watched as they flew over our
head before dissapearing. They made no noise, and we could not tell how high they
were. Someone pulled over behind us, pressumably to watch too, however, we did not
speak to them.

Would love to know if these lights have been reported by anyone else and if anyone
would know what it was we saw.

Last Saturday night (21 February 2009) my wife and I were driving west along the A27 in West
Sussex at about 10.45 pm, between the B2225 turn and Poling Corner, when we saw five bright
orange lights in the sky, roughly north-west of where we were. The lights were heading
south, and appeared to be over the valley of the River Arun, perhaps somewhat north of
Arundel. I could only get a brief glimpse at first, as I was driving, but they appeared to be in
some kind of formation, with one in the lead (off-centre) and the other four behind in a loosely
rectangular box configuration. It was impossible to judge their height.

About a minute or so later, I pulled over at Poling Corner, on the left-hand side of the road, to
get out of the car and watch further (my wife stayed in the car). By that stage, the majority
of the lights had disappeared behind the treeline, but then reappeared one after the other,
having re-formed themselves into a line, with wide gaps in between. They were still heading
south, but were gaining height, with each light dimming before it finally vanished. Each of
them moved slowly, taking close to a minute to cover a distance of maybe one to two miles. It
took about five minutes for all of them to disappear.

Although occasional traffic on the A27 would have masked sound, I listened hard in the quiet
intervals between passing cars, and could not detect any engine noise coming from the lights
(there was little wind that evening).

The most likely explanation, I suppose, is that these were military helicopters on a night
exercise, but I have had a lifelong interest in aviation, and cannot recall seeing orange
navigation lights of this kind.

I would be interested to hear any explanations that you might be able to give!

I live by Waterloo, London, on a 10th floor flat overlookingka substantial part of the
southern part of the city. I have become quite perturbed over the past couple of
nights by UFO’s, of which I believe that I have seen 3 of varying sizes.

My profession is that of a CEO cf two companies listed on the stockmarket, and so I
like to think of myself as a sensible and sane individual.

The sightings involve one object with a white light and alternating red lights at an
angle. The object came from south-east London, headed toward Canary Wharf, stopped in
mid air, at which point an alternating sequence of red lights flashed at a 180 degree
angle with the top light being on the left hand side of the object with the lights
moving down toward the bottom right of the angle, before the lights switched side
instantaneously and the object went back toward south-east London. Roughly one minute
later the object returned in my direction, the red lights continuing to flash
alongside it, before it headed north over my apartment and out of sight.

My most recent sighting took place at 22:52 tonight, 23 February 2009. This sighting
occurred for four seconds, and was the flashing of a huge object taking up a portion
of the sky the size of which I have never seen before. It appeared to be flying low,
and had, as I recall, three lights, of which one I believe was a normal white light,
and the other two were green lights. It vanished out of my sight almost immediately,
and I was unable to track the lights.

If you are able to shed light on either of these two incidents I would be most
grateful. I do not proclaim to be an expert in helicopters, but am able to spot one
from my window with ease normally.

I would be interested to know if any unusual phenomena have been reported in the sky over Bristol
on the night of Saturday, Janaury 24, at about 11.05pm.

My friend and I were walking home from a dinner party in Henleaze tonight and saw a large object
travelling at high speed directly above us. It seemed to be

spherical in shape and bright orange in colour. It appeared to be moving at a fairly low altitude, as it
was much bigger than any planes or helicopters I have

ever seen. It had no flashing lights of the sort used by standard aircraft but instead glowed brightly
all over, resembling a large firefly or, my friend suggested,

a flying street lamp. It moved completely soundlessly, we listened for engines (as there was no
traffic around on the roads we would certainly have heard

any helicopter or plane engine) but heard nothing. It seemed to fly in a different way to any plane or
helicopter - its movement was smooth and very swift, almost

like a distress flare when it arcs across the sky, except it kept a level trajectory the entire way. We
watched it until it was out of sight and it did not once lose either

its height or its glow. For these reasons I am pretty certain it could not have been a balloon, a plane,
a helicopter or a glider.

On leaving my home I
glanced back to check the gate was closed and to my astonishment another of these objects appeared, followed by two
more. I could not believe what I was seeing, and again took out my camera, set it to night mode and took several pictures
- again'by then travelling further away from me. The direction and altitude were pretty much identical to the single one
some 15mins previous. There was NO sound at all, not an aircraft of any known description to me (I am an aviation
enthusiast and ameture historian). If this was a prank it was well done, it looked convincing to me me! I have tried to
enhanse the photos but it only reveals crude orange shapes, which is not suprising when holding the camera at night. Do
you have any knowledge of such sightings at this time? Incidentally, totally independent of my sightings, my wife
reported to me some week or so before, that she saw an orange light shoot across and upward in the sky one evening,
while looking at the stars.
