LETTER FROM LORD HILL-NORTON ON UFOS

References:
A. MO 9/18 dated 23 May 94
B. D/Sec(AS)12/3 dated 10 May 94

1. At Reference you asked for advice on the letter from Lord
Hill-Norton concerning UFO sightings over Belgium, together with a
draft reply.

2. Lord Hill-Norton is raising concerns put to him by Mr
EEMECE, =2 Uro researcher who is very well known to this
section. RN first approached us in January 1993, and
my staff have now written ten letters to . I have
attached copies of this correspondence, together with copies of
the three Parliamentary Enquiries that have been generated by Mr
MU ' s approaches to Sir Keith Speed MP. I think it is clear
that although we have done our best to answer all ESIGECIEEN' s
questions, the correspondence had reached the point where nothing
could usefully ke added.

3. A detailed summary of the case is set out in D/MIN(AF)/94/94
dated 14 March 1994 (attached); essentially, a wave of UFO
sightings was reported over Belgium on 30/31 March 1990. As well
as visual sightings, some radar returns were noted, and as a
result it was decided to launch two aircraft to investigate.
These aircraft did attain some brief radar lock-ons, but as with
the returns recorded by ground based radar, this does not mean
that any structured craft was present; the point has frequently
been made in this correspondence that spurious radar returns can
be caused by a number of factors.

4, The key point in all this is that the MOD's only role as far
as UFOs are concerned is to ascertain whether there is evidence of
any threat to the defence of the UK. Given that these sightings
occurred outside the UK Air Defence Region, and given that the
Belgians found no evidence of a threat and did not inform any UK
authorities of these sightings, the whole guestion goes beyond our
remit.

5. Lord Hill-Norton has a long-standing interest in UFOs, and
has approached the Department on this subject before, in 1985,
when he wrote to the then S of S about a well-known UFO sighting.
He was a member of the (now defunct) House of Lords UFO Study
Group, and has written forewords for two books on the subject. He
has also given at least two television interviews on the subject.




6. Section 40 is understood to be writing a book on these
Belgian UFO sightings, and is doubtless keen to build up a large
file of correspondence to be used as part of this enterprise.

7. Notwithstanding Lord Hill-Norton's comments about a public
uproar, we do not anticipate any difficulties. The Belgian UFO
sightings are well-known among UFO researchers, and while they are
likely to be mentioned in any documentary on UFOs, they are,
effectively, old news. Lord Hill-Norton alsoc mentioned the
demonstration against perceived government secrecy about UFOs,
held outside Main Building and Parliament on 23 May (notified to
Ministers at Reference B). This was a low key affair; there
appeared to be only around a dozen protesters, and there was
little media coverage of the event. Each MP was given a document,
which among other points mentioned the Belgian sightings; we have
yet to receive a single Parliamentary Enquiry as a result of this
lobbying.

8. The attached draft reply is self-explanatory, and has been
cleared with D Air Def's staff. Given Lord Hill-Norton's
familiarity with our policy on UFOs and with the specifics of this
particular exchange of correspondence, I have kept the draft reply
short, and avoided going into detail over points which have
already been explained in previous letters.

Thank you for your letter dated 17 May concerning the UFO

sightings that occurred over Belgium in March 1990.

These UFQO sightings, while clearly very interesting, are not a
matter of concern to the Ministry of Defence. You will know that
our only reason for examining reports of UFQO sightings at all is
check whether or not there is evidence of any threat to the United
Kingdom. The Belgian authorities have confirmed to us that there
was no evidence of any threat; given this, and given that the
sightings occurred outside the UK Air Defence Region, the Belgians
saw no requirement to notify any UK authorities. Our own Air
Defence experts have confirmed that they would not be concerned
with reports of UFOs in the area in question. I am sure it goes
without saying, however, that any unauthorised penetration of the
UK Air Defence Region would be detected by our Air Defenders, and

dealt with as appropriate.
It is clear to me from the papers I have seen that the position
has been explained in great detail to BNIIEOMEEM, and I share

the view that there is nothing new to be said on the subject.

I hope this has explained the position.

So sorry not to have thanked you earlier for your letter and
Blue Book enclosure, dated 20 April.

Hope the Alien Acknowledgement Campaign presentation (scheduled
to take place in a few minutes, as I write) was not too
difficult for you.

I am extremely pleased to have the Blue Book paper. You are of
course familiar with my position on this set-up, but the
following essential points need to be emphasized:

Page 1, para. 3/page 4, para. 1: UFO reports affecting
national security were never routed to Blue Book, as confirmed
by General Carroll Bolender in a USAF document (enclosed), and
by Colonel William Coleman (who used to work for Blue Book) to
me in a recorded interview. Further, USAF Intelligence has
released a number of hitherto highly classified documents
relating to sightings (some of them Secret or occasionally Top
Secret), and many more remain classified in the interests of
national security: none of these involved Blue Book. That is
all easily proveable.

What I cannot prove is that some UFOs do indeed
"exhibit...unique scientific information or advanced technolgy
which could contribute to scientific or technical research”,
although I am certain that they do and equally certain that
there is a top secret effort to understand that technology.

Brigadier General Arthur Exon, former commander of Wright-
Patterson AFB, has confirmed that fragments from the 1947
Corona, N.M. object(s) were secretly flown to WPAFB and that
lab chiefs established a special projects unit to study them.
As a lieutenant-colonel at the time, Exon flew over the crash
sites and later handled the wreckage. He told authors Kevin
Randle and Donald Schmitt that numerous tests were conducted,
involving "everything from chemical analysis, stress tests,
compression tests, flexing...The metal and material was unknown




to anyone I talked to". Exon has also confirmed that,
following Roswell, a top secret group was established which
controlled access to the wreckage, bodies, and all information
thereon, and, later, to all classified UFO reports.

In an interview in Washington for Central TV, Col. J. Fletcher
Prouty, a former USAF/CIA liaison officer - one of the five
USAF officers who established NORAD - told us that when he was
commander of a heavy transport squadron in Tokyo in 1953-4, he
received a Top Secret Eyes Only wire from AF HQ informing him
that if any of his crewmen were to see UFOs they were to be
questioned separately, statements taken, and the details flown
to Washington. . Six or seven months later, 60 personnel on
board a C-54 were accompanied for over half an hour by a huge
unknown object. Needless to say, the report (like so many
others) was never seen by Blue Book officers.

It is evident that Blue Book was a very low-level and
superficial effort to study the subject, and that those
involved did not have access to the really important and
sensitive information. I am sure that similar restrictions

apply to aAs2a.

Please feel free to make this letter available to your
colleagues. I would welcome any comments.

Finally, I do hope we can get together shortly.

I have heen approached by a ElE«ie)] 40 of Cranbrook, Kent, who has asked me
to help him to obtain a satisfactory response from your Ministry to an enquiry he
initiated a year or wore ago. I enclose a copy of his letter to me dated 16 March 1994,

which sets out his request and his cowmplaint. This is a small part of a quite lengthy
correspondence,

He had earlier approached his Member, Sir Keith Speed, and I have seen several
letters which have been exchanged between Sir Keith and Mr Hauley and also your

t officials, These letters do not answer FESINEIMMNS enquiries, and he finds them
unsatisfactory. I am bound to say that I share that view, in the light of all the
circumstances.

There is no need for me to rehearse all that has already been written in these
exchanges, In short, detections were made by three NADGE radars in Germany and Belgium
in March 1990, air defence aircraft of the Belgian Air Force were scrambled to intercept
but although the objects were detected and held on the radar of these aircraft as well,
no identification, or visual contact was made. There is no.dispute about these facts,
which have been confirmed by the Belgian Minister of Defence in public statements,
repeated in writing to SSSINEI I have advised SYTNEAJ that. unless the
procedure has been changed since I was Chairman of the NATO Military Committee, it is
inconceivable that the UK would not be informed (probably automatically) of a possibly
hostile, certain unidentified, detectijon by NADGE radars,

I has been brushed off with the standard MOD response to all reports
(of which I have seen a great many) of UFO activity, which briefly put amount to "
no threat was perceived to the UK so no notice was taken or record made of the incident
e’ In this instance this has, in separate letters, been complicated by written
statements by your Ministry that no report of the Belgian detections was ever received
in the UK.

Section 40 asks, reasonably enough, "If, as Ministers assert, they had no
knowledge of the Belgian events how could their Air Defence experts possibly cqnclude
that the phenomenon did not constitute a threat, as they had no knowledge of ie?




1 fear that ST nay well wake a damaging public uproar about all this,
He has already had a petition to the European Parliament upheld, and his dossier has
been formally remitted to the relevant Euro Committee. A public demarche, so he tells
me, is planned for the MOD, the House of Commons, and simultaneously at the Pentagon
on 23 May. At least two television programmes in this country will carry his story
within the next few months, and this may well not be the end of it.

I strongly recommend that you should take a personal interest in having the
whole matter re-examined, so that a more satisfactory and convincing reply may be
given to [ESTUEGI's question, before the matter gets out of hand,

I have been intormed of the tollowing Iacts in a latter dated 26th May
1993 from Leo Delcroix the Belgian Hinister of Derence.

That on the 15th and 16th DPecembsr 1949, radar detections were made by
Semmerzeke (Eelgiun? and VedemdGermany) of flying objects gver Eupen in
Easteru Belgium.

On the night of 30/31st March 1990,datections were made by Zemmerzeke
and Glons CRC(NADGE) radars of the Belgian Air Force,and Vedem in
Germany,of an apparent airbourne intruder in fthe vicinity of Brussels in
Belgium. Aircraft of QRA J Wing of the Belgian Alr Force were involved.
These detectlans followed visual observations by many thousands of
witnegses,of whom 75 were members of the Belgian Gendermerie.

A report was received dated I5th August 1993, It was made by Major
Lambrechts ¥5/3 Ctl-Met 1 of the Belgian Air Force. It states that the
Pelgian Air Force scrambled ftwo F-16 intercepfors 'Nos AL 17 and AL 23)
from the base at Bevekom,

These righters wers vectored to their ftargets by Glons CRC NADGE radar.
This incident caused a major security alert. It lasted for over I hour.
At 22h 39m an interception occurred during which radar ‘lock-on' was
acheived by both aircrast. This lasted for 45.9 secs.

At this time the target was ftravelling on a Westerly heading towards UK
airspace at speeds in excess of 1000 knois.

The Belgian Minister ot Detence at that time Guy Cceme,stated in the
Eelgian Parliament on the 2let December 1989 that;- 'All hypotheses can
be excluded, the Minister could not tell what these flying objects were.'

A report has been submitted to the European Parliament for an enquiry
into these incidents. 1t is Nao 990/93. It has been accepted for
consideration by the Petitions Commitiee.

NATO and the Belgian agenciee hawve provided conclusive proot of these
detections. How i3 it that [ was intcormed by SCEE(EIUE of *he Ministry
of Defence in a Letter D/SectA3)12/3 of 13th October 1993, that there is
no record in the UK of thie incident and,despite the track having come
to within six minutes of Kent,it could not therefore have been
considered a threat to the security ot the UK?
