The water on Clan lnke is considerably 
lower than on the previous pa trol on July 19th., 
1960 with only a foot of water in the spot \~here 
the object is supposed to hAve landed. The lake 
bottom at this pnrticular spot consists of 
approximately eighteen inches of loose black silt 
nnd then very hard clay . It was possible to wade 
through most of the a rea and a thorou~h check was 
made by probing with 3/8" metal rode. Due to the 
consistency of the clay underlying the silt it wns 
impossible to probe to any grant dept h and the 
ereatest depth reached wou ld be about five feet. 
Nothing whatsoever was detected during the probing. 
The a rea was also thoroughly checked with a geiger 
counter but t his proved negative. Prior to de­
parting the area waa ma rked by placing trees i n 
the mud in an upright position and sufficiently 
high that they would be visible above the snow i n 
the winter in the evant t hll t a magnetometer check 
ia considered warranted.

\olith reference to circular memorandum of 
Sept. 8th, 1959 by the Officer i/o C. I .B., Headquarters , 
would it be poss ible to obta in additional particulars 
in order to give the matter appropriate attention, 

2. Its present cl assification precludes 
circularization and it is \londered whether or not a 
degree of declassification oan be effected without 
impairment of security. 

I 

3. \•Je have no known cases of debris such as 
mentioned being found at the scene of any forest fire 
within this Province to date. However , if declassific ­
ation is a pproved , the Provincial Forestry authorities 
could be a pproached on tAe matter . It i s noted that 
"thin natural rubber" has been found and, of course, 
we do have periodic findings of such material , but 
these are usually from meteorological balloons which 
are extensively used in testing the upper atmosphere , 
and are used for raising instruments and miniature 
transmitters for the purpose mentioned . 

4, Durine the last war a number of articles 
were fo tmd indicating that the Japanese had been send­
ing over l ong distance balloons with barometric timing 
devices to mainta in altitude and also incendiary 
equipment. These, however , gener ally f ailed i n their 
objective . 

5. If there is any particular information 
which should be disseminated, may we please be advised 
in due course otherwise the matter will be at Head­
quart ers levei in the event any requests are received.

All the rubb&r was natural, was red in colour, and 
waa lu aheet form about 0.015• thic~. The components of the 
structure had become stuck together in many placea. In addition 
to tpe part s which had become se:lf-adher ent aoeident<tlly, thero 
were ' tte•s Where, owing ~o the regular patt ern of the bond, we 
judged' t~t toe adhesion was a purposeful step in the conatrue­
tion. A.lthough lt was impossible to eoparate · t~e parte which 
had bacome stuck t ogether accidentally, we vere able to ~orm an 
opiDion as to intended design. There wa~ enough rubber to see 
t hat the device should consist mainly or interlaced rubtier 
strips, obv1ouily cut by hand, about 1'8" wide; the ends oi 
each· or these s~rips were bonded to ru ber sheet or the sam~ 
composition as t he rest of t he sample.

5. Tbe following is a brief summarY. as to the aight1nga

It was giving ott a blue coloured l i ght 
at the f r ont and the rest was wllite. (See Diagram) It vas heading 
in a straight line, not fa lling and travelling Soutb. 

4. Tbis sighting was i nvestigated by the writer . From 
questionn asked the two brothers I was able to determine the location 
wher e the object was sighted. I t is in the area known as Buck's Bar , 
Longitude 131°15' 1 Latitude 5'7°52' , on the Stikine River, 5 miles 
south of Telegr aph Creek, B. c. The object that they saw was not 
above the outline of the mountains which are in the backgr ound, There 
is a road down to that area, but it has been closed all winter due to 
snow conditions. They both stated that the object did not land , No 
planes were beard in the area at this time . Ther e are no Helicopters 
in this area. The pencil shaped object did not make any sound it 
only gave ott a very bright light which could be seen through the thin 
layer or clouds. Both persons are of nat ive Indian origin and it is 
felt that t hey di d see something, They are believed to be a reliable 
source .
