Perry advised that be operates a Pizza House 
at 3075 Edwards Street, Grand Blanc, and that be bas been a 
professional photographer for thirty years. Be explained 
that be has a hobby or takinz photographs of the m~on through 
a home-made telescope. At about 1:00 a.m. on February 21, 
1960, be took some photographs of the moon and after developing 
aL~e, be put them in hie viewer and in one photograph be 
observed what appears to be a flying object -somewhere between -
the end of his telescope and the surface of the moon. Be aaid 
that when blown up, this object is flat on the bottom, is 
oval shaped, and appears to have a fluorescent glow around 
the entire object, and that it is apparently moving as it 
bas a vapor trail running behind it.- He bas taken over one 
thousand pictures of the moon and bas never seen anything 
resembling this object. 

Perry said that due to his thirty years' experience 
in photography, be is aure that what appears on the picture 
is actually a flying object, and is not a malfunction or the 
camera, is not a blur- on hie telescope_, and is not anything 
that appears on the photo because or the manner in Whicb he 
developed the film. Ferry took about twenty pic~ea ar the 
moon on February 21, 1960, and after developing them, be 
observed that most of the pictures were under-exposed, ao be 
just cut off the· two that· appeared to be properly exposed and 
destroyed the rest. He furnished both or these pictures to 
the FBI.

On IJeceml.>er 17, 1969 lbl! s..,cretary of the Air Force 
announced the termination of Project Blue Book, the Air Force 
program for the investigat..ion of UFos. 

The decision to discontinuP UFO investigations was based 
on an evaluation of a report prepared by the University of 
Colorado entitled, "Scientific Study of Unidentified Flying 
Objects;- a revie~ of the University of Colorado's report by 
the National Academy of Sciences; past UFO studies; and Air 
Force experience investigating UFO reports during the past 
two decades. 

As a result of these investigations and studies, and 
experience gained f~om investigating UFO reports since 1~~8, 
the conclusions of Froject Blue Book are: (l) ne> UFO r..:j.:otted, 
investigated, an-3 evaluated hy tht: Air Force has ever given 
any indication of threat to our rational security; (2) there 
has been no evidence subrn1tted ~" or discovered by the Air 
Force that sightings categorized as -unidentified" represent 
technological developments or principles beyond the range of 
present day scientific knowledge; and (3) there has been no 
evidence indicating that sightings categorized as "unidentified" 
are extraterrestrial vehicles. 

With the termination of Project Blue Book, the Air Force 
regulation establishing and controlling the program for invest­
igating and analyzing UFOs was rescinded. All documentation 
regarding the former Blue Book investigation has been per­
manentlj' transferred to the Modern Mi 1i tary Branch, Uational 
Archives and Records Service, 8th and Pennsylvania Avenue, 
Washington, D.C. 20408, and is available for public review 
and analysis. 

Attached for your information is the Project Blue Book 
sighting summary for the period 1947-1969. Also included is 
a listing of UFQ-related material& currently available. 

Since t~ termination of Project Blue aook, no evidence 
has been pre~nted to indicate that further investigation of 
UFOS by the Air Force is warranted. In view of the consider­
able Air Force commitment of resources in the past, and the 
extreme pressure on Air Force funds at this time, there is 
no likelihood of renewed Air Force involvement in this area •

She stated she will not reveal her identity 
as she would feel like a fool if this information is not true. 
She stated if it is true, however, she will meet with interested 
officials and furnish all the information she has, provided 
nothing is done to endanger her safety. 

She stated in July, 1967, she met a being from another 
planet who had assumed earthly form. Be gave her certain 
information, then be was picked up and departed from the earth 
on August 21, 1967. She stated she then received messages from 
non-earthly sources in a manner she refused to discuss. She 
stated these sources told her of the following:

(1) An antimissile missile was fired at a UFO 
over Africa on May 22, ·1962, but the UFO 
was protected by its "force field."
