Colonel,. Assistant Chief of Stat'f - Intelligence, Headt;,.nrtars 
Air Defense Command, Mitchel Field, New York, concerning "Cooperation of FBI 
with AAF on Investigations ot' 'Flying Disc • Incidents". 

It is my understanding from recent Bureau instructions that we are 
to assist the Air Force Intelligence personnel in the investigation of flying 
disc incidents. However, it will be noted from the attached letter that it 
is Army interpretation that it was their intent that the Bureau would investi-f 
zqta those ~cidants of tr~ sc~oallad "discs" baing found on the ground and f 
apparently not those which are observed only in flight. Furthur, the atten­
tion of the Bureau is respectfully called to paragraph two of this letter 
end to the last sentence therein which states, "The s~i~es o~ th~ F~! were 
e~t_ed in order to relieve the numbered Air Forces of the. task of tra,cking 
dowu.all the"manyiilHances whioh turned out to-~ ash can_0overs, toilet 
seats and whatnot."

In the first place, the instructions issued by the Army Air Forces 

letter appear to limit the type of investigatione which the Bureau 
will be asked to h9ndle and secondly it appears to me the wording of the last 
sentence in the second paragraph mentioned above is cloaked in entirely 
uncalled.for language tending to indicate the Bureau will be asked to conductA, 
investigations only in those oases which are not importan.~t. a anna.d. w w~hich a e f1,tL.<.. 
almost, l:1l fact, ridiculous. ~~·· •, 

The thought has occurred to me the Bureau ~ight desire to discuss 
this matter further with the Army Air Forces both as to ths types of investi­
gation: which wa will conduct and also to objeot to the scurrilous wordage 
which, to say the least, is insulting toi,the, Bureau in the last sentence of 
paragraph two.
