I_ was present during all discussions with the Colorado scientists).

After_listening to Dr. Condon speak with Major Keyhoe off and on most"
of the day, it became clear to me that Dr. Condon had _ulte a bit of re-
spect for NICAP, over and above any of the ot_er private organizations
:-involved in this field. It seems he is impressed With the fact that NICAP
had not succumbed in all these years to the temptation of publishing spec-
ulative theories in various books, as other private organizations have.

He was genuinely curious as to Major Keyhoe's reaching a conclusion that
some of the slghtings_represented "extraterrestrial vehicular activity"
to the point where one of the psychologists on his staff repeatedly ques-
tioned, '!at what point in 'Investigating this phenomenon does one arrive
at.-thls concluslon,".whereupon Dr. Condon pointed out to him that the
hard-core cases submitted earlier in the day would supply that answer.
These hard-core cases are what convinced Major Keyhoe and now. we wish to

see what effebt they have on the Dr. Condon group.
I feel the respect, acc0rded to both Major Keyhoe and Richard Hall by

Dr. Condo_and his entire staff speaks very well indeed for the reputation

that they both have built into the NICAP organization. I was very im-
pressed with the conservatism of both Major Keyhoe and Hichad Hall in tbelr
answers to Dr. Condon's many questions, even while possessing much material
at hand with which to be more emphatic, a factor which I feel is very im-
