Potentially, one of the most important developments in the UFO field to date
is the formation of a Russian commission to scientifically study UFOs. Ac-

cording to NICAP member Andrew F. Tomas, of Nuilly, France, who was in Lbscow
at the time of the organiZation masting on October i8, _00 people, including
pilots, scientists and _iters,:were in attendance.

The UFO 3ectien of the semi-governmental All-Union Astronautics Commission of
USSR elected the following as officers_ Air Force Major General P.A. _tolyerov,
President; General Ugher, Second President n relief_ Dr. Felix Zigel, astrono-
mer, and Alexander Kajantsev, writer (Vice Presidents)_ and Arcady Tikhonov,
engineer, Honorable Secretary.

The Russians have hitherto labeled UFOs as a product of capitalistic propagan-
da, but, during the summer, word c_me from Dr. Zigel, among others, that sight-
ings have been frequent in the USeR since 1947. Then a series of reports earl-
ier this year prompted the commission set-up.

The UFO Section has at its disposal i8 scientists, 200 country-wide observers,
and an undisclosed number of Air Force officers. From preliminary indications,

this could be the best organized, most comprehensive UFO investigation to date.

Soon after news of the commission reached headquarters, NICAP issued a press

release, which was picked up by Several papers, including the Washington Post
and the Washington Star. !,le have also informed certain Congressmen of the
news and offered them o_ assistance in supplying information. Assistant
Director Gordon Lore has written to Ft. Tikhonov, who, according to l,_c.Tomas,

plans to officially contact us later this month.

Russia now joins the U.$. and Canada's Air Force and the Institute of
Aerospace Studies at the University of T_ronto incarrylng on a full-scale
investi'gati0nof UFOs. The Toronto project has already contacted us for in-
formation and help and it is hoped that a similar exchar_e can be instigated
with the Russian commission. Regardless of political beliefs, international
cooperation could go a long way in helping to solve what might be the greatest
and most significant "_ystery in the history of man.
